Heading into this match, both teams
will have some key changes. For Seattle, the Reign will presumably have the additions of United States Women’s
National Team players, Mia Fishel and Sofia Huerta. For Chicago, the club added defenders, Sam Angel and Kathrin
Hendrich, and made the switch to Ella Masar as interim head coach. Fun fact, Masar’s first-ever match as interim
head coach in 2023 was against Seattle Reign and their head coach, Laura Harvey. Heading into the Monday

night matchup, Seattle has only scored six goals at Lumen Field, while Chicago has scored four goals on the road
this season. The two teams both have a 74% passing accuracy, though Chicago has a higher accuracy in longball
passes (41to 36 percent). Seattle has two more assists on the season than Chicago (12 to 10), while Chicago has
amassed more total scoring attempts (102 to 92) and corner kick attempts (59 to 56). The Stars and Reign are even
in tackles (192) with Chicago holding a slight edge in tackle percentage (63 to 62 percent), though Seattle has an
edge in interceptions (158 to 150). As close as the teams are in the stats, the Monday night matchup is sure to be
one you won’t want to miss.

Talent Abounds: Fans won’t find themselves short of star power in this matchup. Each side has more than a few
attacking threats, but both clubs also have some defensive stalwarts who could stymie more than a few chances.
