RENTON, WASH. – Seattle Reign FC, Racing Louisville FC and the National Women’s Soccer League 
have agreed to complete the remainder of the previously abandoned match on Tuesday, September 16 at 
Lumen Field (5:00 p.m. PT). The match will be played in a closed-door environment, resuming from a 0-0 
scoreline at the start of the second half, and broadcast live on NWSL+ and Paramount+.
